	课程负责教师留学经历及学术专长简介：
Prof. Yang gained her Ph.D. degree from Nanjing University in June, 2004. During the year 2003 and 2004, she has been sent, as a visitor, to the University of Reading, UK by CSC. In the process of doing Ph.D and visiting British universities, she has read an extensive body of literature on linguistics and on subjects related to it. She has also attended classes regarding linguistics given by both Chinese scholars in Nanjing University and British scholars in Reading University. Therefore, she has acquired comprehensive knowledge of linguistics and of its sub-branches including Semantics. 
Prof. Yang’s research once focused on the Pragmatic information in learners’ dictionaries. Her research products are published in the International Journal of Lexicography (SSCI, AHCI) and in some Chinese journals. Her recent research shifts to Pragmatics, especially Conversation Analysis. Both of the above two research fields are closely associated with Semantics, the course she has been teaching for years.


	课程教学目标：
This course attempts to give MA students a general picture of different theories of meaning and different approaches to meaning. Lectures will cover the origin, the content, and the analysis of them and issues regarding them. The course will address lexical meaning as well as sentence meaning, address theoretical issues and approaches towards them as well as applications of them to dictionary compiling, language teaching and translation. 

After the class instruction, discussion, argument, analysis of data, etc., MA students will not only understand relevant concepts and theories, but show ability to critically evaluate specific theories. They are also expected to possess the ability of appropriate synthesis of information from a wide range of relevant sources with particular emphasis on own reading.
